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Busing 
Tuxedo Residents Only: Busing to and from camp is provided for a fee.  Please note when 

signing up for this service; the travel time is longer than a regular school day.  We have one bus 

on the road to service families for camp.  We do our best to schedule the fastest and most 

accurate routes.  Busing fees are $200.00 per family for the 6 week program. The schedule is 

not designed to be as extensive as the regular school bus, but rather busing from spot pick-ups.
